Taliban attack that almost killed her. A short film was shown on her very difficult childhood and her efforts in promoting education for
girls in Pakistan under the threat of Taliban. The film showed her being shot by Talibani terrorists on her way to school, her
subsequent recovery, courage and work, that, in 2014, at the age of 17, made her the youngest Nobel Laureate.

On Nelson Mandela Day, the students commemorated the lifetime of service Nelson Mandela gave to South Africa and the world. A
quiz was held by our faculty, Alkshedra Kunal and Prabhakar Shukla. The group of Sandhya, Vishal, Pratima and Kunjan, all 2nd Year
B.Ed. students, won the quiz.
